Dear Editor,

A fascinating article last month by Taylor 
Hood on the Gedde hive which shows 
just how early Scottish beekeepers were 
thinking of alternatives to the skep (or 
ruskie) and interesting that we can claim 
the first patented beehive.

It is interesting to note that most of 
the early hives were often octagonal, 
a practical method of constructing 
something close to a circular container. 
Gedde’s hive then uses a rather 
awkward inner rectangular framework 
to accommodate longitudinal combs. 

Beekeepers seem to have been 
convinced that bee containers should 
be approximately round, almost right 
up until Langstroth’s invention of the 
removeable frame rectangular hive when 
at last they accepted that rectangular 
boxes were a more convenient way of 
accommodating regular rectangular 
shaped frames and that the bees, as 
ever most accommodating, didn’t mind 
the shape of their house. 

Great research Taylor and a tribute to an 
inventive Scottish beekeeper of old.
